Chapter 2. Interact with your Yoga Book 9

Both displays of the Yoga Book 9 are touch enabled. You can touch the screens to interact with the
operating system and your installed apps. The Windows operating system also supports multi-touch
gestures.

Yoga Book 9 includes neither a built-in keyboard nor a built-in touchpad. For text input, you can use the

Bluetooth keyboard that comes with your Yoga Book 9. Alternatively, you can activate the Lenovo virtual
keyboard on the bottom screen. If you want a pointer to precisely select screen items, you can activate a
virtual touchpad on the bottom screen and use it as your pointing device.

A digital pen is also included for drawing and note-taking.

Connect to a network

Connect to a Wi-Fi network

Ensure that you have a secure Wi-Fi network account and the required credentials.

Step 1. Select the network icon @ on the bottom right of your display.

Step 2. Select an available network, and then select Connect. If you want to be automatically connected to

this Wi-Fi network the next time you start your computer, select Connect automatically before
selecting Connect.

Step 3. Input your credentials if necessary, and then follow the on-screen instructions to connect to the
disired Wi-Fi network.

Before you begin using the Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB, make sure it is paired with the Yoga Book 9.

Step 1. Hold the switch of the Bluetooth keyboard in the pairing position for 2 seconds and then release the
switch.

Step 2. Enable Bluetooth on Yoga Book 9.
Step 3. Select Settings = Bluetooth & devices - Add device - Bluetooth.
Step 4. On the found devices list, click a device that is labeled “YB9 KB.”

The Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB should now be paired with your PC and is ready for use. The battery level of
the Bluetooth keyboard is displayed on the PC.
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Charging Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB

The Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB is powered by a built-in lithium-ion battery. When connected to the PC, you
can check the battery level of the keyboard. Recharge the keyboard when it is running low on battery.

Note: The light on the right side of the Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB blinks amber if the keyboard is in a low-
battery state.

The Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB includes a USB Type-C charging connector. Use the battery charger that
came with your Yoga Book 9 to recharge the keyboard.

The Copilot key

The era of Al has arrived, and many Lenovo PCs now include a Copilot key on the keyboard. It is located
either in the bottom or the top row of the keyboard and is marked with @.

For Windows PCs with Copilot in Windows available and enabled, pressing the Copilot key opens Copilot in
Windows. Otherwise, pressing the Copilot key opens Windows Search.

Note: Copilot in Windows may not be available in all geographical locations. In regions where Copilot in
Windows is available, you may need to update your Windows operating system to version 23H2 or later
through Windows Update for Copilot in Windows to become available.

The Lenovo virtual keyboard

When activated, the Lenovo virtual keyboard is displayed on the bottom screen of the Yoga Book 9. It is a
QWERTY-based, six-row, standard Lenovo keyboard that also provides function keys (F1-F12), hotkeys
(shortcut keys), and Fn-based key combinations.

There are three options to activate the Lenovo virtual keyboard. Each option can be turned on or off in the
User Center app.

When activated, the virtual keyboard is displayed on the upper or lower part of the bottom screen. To switch
the position of the virtual keyboard, slide 8 fingers upwards or downwards on the bottom screen.

Lenovo virtual keyboard customization

When the Lenovo virtual keyboard is activated, you can press the settings key ( =) to customize the
following keyboard settings:

¢ Change the keyboard transparency

e Turn the key-pressing sound on or off

e Turn the key-pressing vibration on or off

Virtual touchpad

Most notebook PCs include a built-in touchpad for interacting with the PC’s graphical user interface. You
manipulate objects and text on the screen by sliding and tapping your finger on the touchpad. With Yoga
Book 9, you can activate and use a virtual touchpad to perform such tasks.

Note: The Lenovo virtual touch pad is not available when you use Yoga Book 9 in tent or tablet mode.

The bottom virtual touchpad

When you put Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB or activate the Lenovo virtual keyboard on the upper part of the
bottom screen, a virtual touchpad with two click buttons is displayed below the keyboard. You can slide your
finger and tap the click buttons as you would on a physical touchpad.

Note: If the Lenovo virtual keyboard is activated on the lower part of the bottom screen, you can press the
F10 hotkey to move the keyboard upward to reveal the virtual touchpad.
The floating virtual touchpad

You can also activate a floating virtual touchpad on the bottom screen of Yoga Book 9. There are three
options to activate the floating virtual touchpad.

* Press the F10 hotkey on Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB
e Tap the bottom screen of Yoga Book 9 with three fingers
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¢ (Click the virtual touchpad icon on Windows system tray

The last two options need to be enabled in the User Center app.

You can resize the floating touchpad by dragging the triangle in the upper left corner or re-position it by
dragging the top bar. To close the floating touchpad, click the x button.

Hotkeys

Both Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB and the Lenovo virtual keyboard provide hotkeys in the top row of the
keyboard. These shortcut keys provide you with quick access to frequently used settings, apps, and tasks.

The FnLock is an electronic switch that can reverse the primary and secondary function of the top row dual-
function keys. Press Fn + Esc to turn this switch on and off.

Note: On the Bluetooth keyboard, a light on the Esc key indicates the status of the switch. On the Lenovo
virtual keyboard, the icons or characters of the dual-function keys turn white or grey to indicate which
function becomes primary.

Your Yoga Book 9 is an innovative and versatile PC product. It includes two displays that can be set to work
independently or together. It also contains a built-in gyroscope. When you flip or rotate your Yoga Book 9,
the screen content is oriented accordingly (landscape or portrait).

The Yoga Book 9 folio case can be folded to create a stand. There are two different ways to do so. You can
put your Yoga Book 9 on the stand and use the Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB for writing and programming
tasks.

The hinges that connect the two displays of the Yoga Book 9 can rotate 360°. If you need to present an idea
to a colleague, you can rotate the hinges and use the PC in tent mode. It can also change into a tablet when
needed.

Unique Lenovo apps

Lenovo Vantage

Lenovo Vantage is a one-stop solution to help you update your computer, configure hardware settings, and
access personalized support.

If your computer is pre-installed with Lenovo Vantage, type Vantage in the Windows search box to launch
this app.

The User Center app

User Center is an app developed specifically for Yoga Book 9. In this app, you can

e Enable options to display the window transfer assistant

¢ Enable options to display the widget bar

e Select wallpapers optimized for displaying across two screens

e Set up screen brightness separately for the two screens

e Set up how the virtual keyboard is activated

e Set up how the virtual touchpad is activated

e Set up how the app group launcher is displayed

Note: Periodic improvements to the User Center app may be available through online updates. When an

update is downloaded, the app will display a notice and prompt you to install it. Features may be added or
modified after updates are installed.

To open the app, search the app name in Windows search box and select the matched result. Alternatively,
you can press the User Center hotkey (F12) on Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB or on the Lenovo virtual keyboard.
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Enable cross-screen display

You can enable cross-screen display for viewing web pages and reading documents. When enabled, your
viewing space increases with content displayed starting from the top screen and continuing into the bottom
screen.

Step 1. Open the User Center app and select Dual-screen Settings.
Step 2. Tap the toggle button for Cross-screen Browsing.

Step 3. Open a web page or a document window.

Step 4. Tap on the top or bottom screen with 5 fingers.

The Web page or document window should now be displayed across the top and bottom screens. To exit
cross-screen display, tap the top or bottom screen again with five fingers.

Note: Cross-screen display is available when you use Yoga Book 9 in notebook mode and in portrait mode.

Move an app window between the two screens

When the two displays of the Yoga Book 9 are set in extension mode (the default setting), you can quickly
move an app window to another screen to make room for the work that you have at hand.

Step 1. Click and drag the title bar of an app until one of the window transfer icons (ﬂ, ﬂ, Bl or l:l)
appears.

Note: If the window transfer icon does not appear, open the User Center app, select Dual-screen
Settings = Window Management and check the options for dragging a window with a mouse and
finger.

Step 2. Drag the app window onto the icon and release it.

The app window will be sent instantly to the other screen and displayed full screen.

Note: If you hover the app window on the icon for a few seconds, the screen layout widget appears. You
can then choose a zone in a screen layout so that the app window is sent to the other screen and snaps to
that particular zone.

By taking advantage of the 360° rotation hinges, the Yoga Book 9 can be used in the following modes.

* Notebook mode

e Tablet mode
e Portrait mode

Notebook mode

You can use your Yoga Book 9 like any conventional notebook PC.

You can put Yoga Book 9 Bluetooth KB on top of the bottom screen of Yoga Book 9. When placed on the
upper part of the screen, a virtual touch pad is displayed below the keyboard. When placed on the lower part
of the screen, a widget bar is displayed above the keyboard.

Tent mode

You can rotate the hinges that connect the two displays beyond 180° and place it on a desktop. When used
in this mode, your Yoga Book 9 looks like a tent.

You may use Yoga Book 9 in tent mode to present slides to a coworker sitting opposite you.

Tablet mode

You can rotate the hinges that connect the two displays 360° and use Yoga Book 9 as a tablet PC. When you
set your Yoga Book 9 to tablet mode, Windows display settings change automatically to allow content to be
displayed only on the top screen.

Yoga Book 9 folio case can be folded in one of two ways to be used as a stand for Yoga Book 9. When
setting Yoga Book 9 on the stand, make sure its bottom edge is placed completely into the groove of the
support bar.

Set how the two displays are used

Yoga Book 9 includes two displays. In the Windows Settings app, you can change how the two displays are
used.

Step 1. Select Settings = Display.
Step 2. Use the drop-down list to change the setting.

Note: The default setting “Extend these displays” is suitable for most usage scenarios.

Enable facial recognition

Your Yoga Book 9 includes an infrared camera for facial recognition. When enabled, you can sign into
Windows and Microsoft services just by looking at the camera.
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Step 1. Select Settings - Account = Sign-in options = Facial recognition = Set up.
Note: If you’re using a local account to sign into Windows, make sure your account is password
protected.

Step 2. Follow the on-screen instructions to enroll your face.

Step 3. Set up a PIN when prompted.
The PIN is unique to your device and can be used when facial recognition fails.

System operation modes

Lenovo has preset several modes in which your computer can operate. The maximum attainable
performance, power consumption, and speed limit for the heat sink fan vary between the operation modes.
Consider the following conditions when you want to switch operation modes.

* The environment where you use your computer, and
¢ The tasks running on your computer

You can switch the operation mode in the pre-installed app Lenovo Vantage or Lenovo PC Manager. As a
shortcut, you can also use the key combination Fn + Q. Three modes are usually available for most Lenovo
computers. The following table lists the operation modes and the recommended conditions for each mode.

Note: The operation modes listed in the table are descriptive and may not be the same as those displayed
by the app.

Rechargeable battery pack

Your computer includes a built-in, rechargeable battery pack that makes mobile computing a reality. When
the computer is plugged into an electrical outlet, the battery charges. If you use the computer when you
don't have access to an electrical outlet, the battery discharges to supply electricity that the computer
system requires for operation.

You can charge the battery any time you want. The battery packs of Lenovo computers support multiple
charging modes that are suitable for different power usage habits. You can switch the battery’s active
charging mode in Lenovo Vantage or Lenovo PC Manager.

Battery charging is also affected by its temperature. The recommended temperature range for charging the
battery is between 10°C (50°F) and 35°C (95°F).

Note:

You can check the battery temperature in Lenovo Vantage.
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To maximize the life of the battery, once the battery is fully charged, it must discharge to 94% or lower
before it will be allowed to recharge again.
Normal mode
Normal mode is the most basic charging mode. In normal mode, it typically takes 2 to 4 hours for the battery
to charge from 0% to 100%.
Rapid charge mode

If you want the battery to be charged faster than in normal mode, switch the battery charging to rapid charge
mode. The following table lists the typical time needed for batteries in rapid charge mode to be charged to
80% and 100% respectively.

Table 7. Reference charge time for batteries in rapid charge mode

Mode Time needed to charge from 0% to 80% Time needed to charge from 0% to 100%

Rapid charge Less than 1 hour Less than 2 hours

Conservation mode

If your computer is constantly plugged into an electrical outlet, consider switching the battery charging to
conservation mode. In conservation mode, the battery will not be fully charged. Instead, the battery’s charge
will be kept within 75%-80%. This is beneficial to the long-term health of the battery.

Note: If you want the battery to be fully charged before bringing the computer to work, disable conservation
mode by switching the battery charging to normal or rapid charge mode.

Overnight battery charging mode

Some people follow a regular pattern when using their computers. They finish their workday with the
computer at a low battery charge level. They plug in their computers at night and need the battery to be fully
charged the next morning so they can unplug the computer and bring it to work. These activities happen at
approximately the same time each day. If this sounds like you, consider enabling overnight battery charging
mode for the battery.

Overnight battery charging mode affects battery charging during the night hours, the time when you’re
usually asleep. When it is enabled, the computer regularly adapts its charging behavior based on observation
of when you plug in the computer at night and unplug it in the morning. During the nighttime, the battery is
charged to a particular range and is kept within that range for an extended period, before being further
charged to 100%. Overnight battery charging mode ensures safe charging during the night and is beneficial
to the long-term health of the battery.

Note: With overnight battery charging mode enabled, if you break your routine one day by unplugging the
computer much earlier than usual in the morning, you may find that the battery is not fully charged.

If the battery pack of your computer supports overnight battery charging mode, it can be enabled in Lenovo
Vantage or Lenovo PC Manager.

Recover full battery capacity

If your computer is constantly plugged in to an electrical outlet and the battery rarely discharges, the battery
may not be charged to its full capacity even if the battery meter reports 100% charge. You can recover the
battery’s full charging potential simply by discharging and re-charging the battery.

Step 1. Unplug the computer and use it until the battery charge drops below 20%.
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Step 2. Plug in the computer and charge the battery to 100%.

The default power plan

A power plan is a collection of power-saving settings made available by an operating system. With a power
plan, you can set idle time-outs for different hardware components to enter a low-power state. The default
power plan and some of its idle time-out settings are listed below for computer models pre-installed with
Windows.

The listed settings are active when the computer is connected to an electrical outlet. If your computer include
a built-in battery pack, a different collection of time-out settings is set to take effect when the computer is
operating on battery power.

Table 8. Default power-saving settings

Power plan Balanced
Turn off the display After 5 minutes
Put the computer to sleep After 5 minutes

Note: To wake the computer from the sleep state, press the power button or any key on the Bluetooth
keyboard.

Change or customize a power plan

You can customize the power-saving settings for the default power plan according to your usage of the PC.

Step 1. Type power plan in the Windows search box and select Choose a power plan in the matched
results.

Step 2. Select Change plan settings and change the time-out settings for turning off the display and
putting the computer to sleep.

Note: If you want to change other time-out settings, select Change advanced power settings.
Step 3. After changes are made, select Save changes.
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Chapter 4. Firmware setup utility

Your PC’s firmware is a piece of software that is stored on the PC’s flash ROM. Firmware plays a key role in
the operation of the PC. When you turn on the PC, the firmware checks and initiates the PC’s hardware
devices. It also checks the boot device for completeness and security, before executing the code to start up
the operating system.

A Lenovo PC usually provides a setup utility for you to change some firmware settings. You can use
Windows advanced startup to restart your PC and open the firmware setup utility. Alternatively, you can
access the setup utility from the Novo button menu.

Many firmware settings are also available in Lenovo developed apps, such as Lenovo PC Manager and
Lenovo Vantage. For daily use of your PC, you should use the firmware setup utility very rarely.

Use Windows advanced startup to open the PC’s firmware setup utility

From the Windows operating system, you can use the advanced startup to restart your PC and open the
firmware setup utility.

Step 1. Select Settings - System — Recovery.

Step 2. Under Advanced startup, select Restart now.
Your PC will restart.

Step 3. Select Troubleshoot on the Choose an option page.

Step 4. Select Advanced options on the Troubleshoot page.

Step 5. Select UEFI firmware settings on the Advanced options page.
Step 6. Click Restart.

Your PC will restart to open the firmware setup utility.

Open the PC’s firmware setup utility from the Novo button menu
For Lenovo PCs with a Novo button, you can open the PC’s firmware setup utility from the Novo button

menu.

Step 1. Shut down your PC.
Step 2. Press the Novo button.
Step 3. From the Novo button menu, select BIOS setup.

Set passwords in UEFI/BIOS setup utility

This section introduces the types of passwords that you can set in the UEFI (Unified Extensible Firmware
Interface) or BIOS (Basic Input/Output System) setup utility.

Set administrator password

You set the administrator password to prevent unauthorized access to the UEFI/BIOS setup utility.

Attention: If you forget the administrator password, a Lenovo authorized service personnel cannot reset
your password. You must take your computer to a Lenovo authorized service personnel to have the system
board replaced. Proof of purchase is required and a fee will be charged for parts and service.

Select Exit = Exit Saving Changes.

If you remove the administrator password, the user password is also removed.
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Set user password

You must set the administrator password before you can set the user password.
The administrator of the setup utility might need to set a user password for use by others.

Step 1.  Open the UEFI/BIOS setup utility using the administrator password.
Step 2. Select Security = Set User Password and press Enter.

Step 3. Enter a password string that contains only letters and numbers and then press Enter.
The user password must be different from the administrator password.

Step 4. Enter the password again and press Enter.
Step 5. Select Exit = Exit Saving Changes.

Enable power-on password

If the administrator password has been set, you can enable power-on password to enforce greater security.

Step 1. Open the UEFI/BIOS setup utility.
Step 2. Select Security = Power on Password and press Enter.

Note: The administrator password must be set in advance.
Step 3. Change the setting to Enabled.
Step 4. Select Exit = Exit Saving Changes.

If power-on password is enabled, a prompt appears on the screen every time you turn on the computer. You
must enter the administrator or user password to start the computer.

Set password for the secondary storage device

Permanent data is stored on secondary storage devices. Your computer may include one or more solid-state
drive or hard disk drive as secondary storage device(s). You can set passwords for secondary storage
devices in the setup utility to prevent unauthorized access to your data.

Attention: Be extremely careful when setting a hard disk password. If you forget the hard disk password, a
Lenovo authorized service personnel cannot reset your password or recover data from the hard disk. You
must take your computer to a Lenovo authorized service personnel to have the hard disk drive replaced.
Proof of purchase is required and a fee will be charged for parts and service.

Step 1. Open the UEFI/BIOS setup utility.
Step 2. Select Security = Set Hard Disk Password and press Enter.

Note: If your computer model includes more than one secondary storage device, you can set
separate password for each device. If you start the setup utility using the user password, you
cannot set hard disk password.

Step 3. Follow on-screen instructions to set both master and user passwords.

Note: The master and user hard disk passwords must be set at the same time.
Step 4. Select Exit = Exit Saving Changes.

If the hard disk password is set, you must provide the correct password to start the operating system.
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Change or remove hard disk password

Step 1.  Open the UEFI/BIOS setup utility.
Step 2. Select Security.
Step 3. Change or remove the hard disk password.

To change or remove master password, select Change Master Password and press Enter.
Note: If you remove the master hard disk password, the user hard disk password is also removed.
To change user password, select Change User Password and press Enter.

Note: The user hard disk password cannot be removed separately.
Step 4. Select Exit - Exit Saving Changes.

Frequently asked questions

Your Windows operating system version is not up to date and does not include the necessary software
components. Update your Windows operating system to version 23H2 or later using Windows Update and
then try again.

Note: The Version 23H2 update may not be immediately available for your PC. You may need to periodically
open Windows Update and manually check for updates to install the 23H2 update when it becomes available
for your PC.

Why does my screen brightness change constantly

Your computer may include an ambient light sensor and the adaptive brightness feature is enabled. The light
sensor can detect the intensity of the surrounding light. Using data provided by the sensor, the operating
system can dynamically adjust the screen brightness.

The adaptive brightness feature of the operating system can be disabled. For Windows operating systems,
adaptive brightness settings are usually found in Settings = System — Display.

Why does my computer start automatically when | open the lid

Your computer may have Flip to Start enabled. Many Lenovo notebook computers include a sensor that can
detect the angle at which the lid is opened. When you open the lid, the sensor can detect this behavior. If Flip
to Start is enabled, the computer will respond by starting up automatically.

If you don’t like this feature, you can disable it. Flip to Start can be enabled and disabled in:

* Lenovo Vantage or Lenovo PC Manager
e Firmware Setup Utility

There are three possible causes that may prevent you from using some dual-screen functions.

¢ The two displays are not set in extension mode.
® The account you used to sign into Windows is not the “administrator” type.

¢ The account you used to sign into Windows is the “administrator” type, but another “administrator”
account has not signed out of Windows yet.

What is the battery’s ship mode

When your PC’s rechargeable battery is set in ship mode, it is disconnected and does not supply power to
the PC.
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A battery’s ship mode is designed to prevent the battery from over-discharging, a phenomenon that is known
to significantly reduce the battery capacity. Over-discharge happens when a lithium battery is at a low
charge level for an extended period.

In the real world, it may take a considerable amount of time for the PC to be delivered from the manufacturer
to your reseller and then from the reseller to you. The PC’s rechargeable battery is set to ship mode at the
factory to prevent over-discharge during this process. Before turning on your PC for the first time, plug your
PC into an electrical outlet, and the battery’s ship mode is instantly disabled.
