On Windows 7 or later, hold down the Windows key and press P at
the same time, then click Duplicate.

Click the Arrangement tab and select the Mirror
Displays checkbox.

® If the projector does not respond to remote control commands, make sure
the batteries in the remote control are installed correctly. Replace the
batteries if necessary.
